The quote of $700-$750 should still be 71 

feasible. Mr. Butler advised that the construction company 72 

agreed to create a parking lot and hopefully do some more 73 

work as they are presently using Town Property for their 74 

convenience.  Also, the Fire Chief has been consulted and 75 

is in favor of as much emergency access as possible. 76

group of conservation commissions working on Global 80 

Warming.  He related that he will be attempting to attend a 81
